FIDVB  - at a glance
Friends in Village Development Bangladesh (FIVDB), a national non-governmental organization  founded in 1979 under the registration of Ministry of Social Affairs, Bangladesh and NGO Affairs Bauru, Bangladesh.

FIVDB is implementing programs for the socio-economic development of the disadvantaged sections of the population. It started its work in the North-Eastern Sylhet Division and over time has expanded its coverage in other parts namely Dhaka, Chittagong and Rangpur Divisions. At present, FIVDB is focuses in livelihood enhancement, agriculture, health, adult and lifelong learning, primary education and financial services programs. 
FIVDB has extensive experience in implementing livelihood, food security, child and maternal health care and disaster risk reduction and management. FIVDB, presently in implementing Jonoshilon (Livelihood enhancement) combining primary education, adult functional literacy and community mobilization programme with the financial support of the Netherlands government. FIVDB has successfully implemented ACCESS and presently implementing Ma-Moni combining safe motherhood, newborn care and promotion of family planning activities with the support Save the Children USA and USAID. FIVDB has implemented disaster risk reduction and response programme with the support Oxfam GB, Christian Aid UK, Save the Children UK, CARE Bangladesh, UNICEF and UNDP. 

FIVDB has developed a close working relationship with the national research institutes, which making enable it to access latest research knowledge, collaborative research and promote products derived from such research, suitable for the different areas of the country.  It is one of the pioneer organizations that initiated ‘integrated rice-duck farming practices” with collaboration of BRRI under IRRI-PETRRA project. Currently FIVDB is promoting some sustainable agricultural practices in rural areas such as organic vegetable production in sack, homestead & commercial gardening, compost preparation (kitchen waste, vermin-compost etc.) and other potential technologies that cope with climate change and unfavorable ecosystem. The organization also providing necessary trainings for capacity develop on income generating activities and supporting inputs in this regard.
FIVDB has received funding from a number of donors in the last 5 years. They include British government through DFID, Dutch government through the Embassy of the Kingdom of Netherlands, Save the Children US, Concern, USAID through ARD, Christian Aid, WFP, UNICEF, IOM, Toyota Foundation, JapaN and Chevron.
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
